• Talk to young people about their beliefs and convic-

tions. Really listen to what they have to say.  
 
• Model integrity in your daily life. Talk openly with

• Talk about what integrity means to your family. Af-

firm and support your children when they make 
choices that show integrity-even if they aren’t 
choices you would make.  

 
• Share with young people times when you were 

tempted to ignore your values and beliefs, and talk 
about what you did to not give in to temptation.
